What can you do at home to support your 

child’s learning

• Topics 

• Key words

• Attend school meetings so you can keep up to date with 

your child’s progress

• Make sure your child attends school regularly  

– Let school know if your child is absent 

• Just a few days of missed school can have an adverse 

effect on your child’s learning



The Silent Phase

• is relatively common in 

learners of EAL

• is not indicative of any 

problems with language 

development in most 

cases

• is not a passive phase



What does ‘safeguarding’ mean? 

Safeguarding is about:

• protecting children from abuse or neglect

• making sure children have all they need to stay healthy and well

• making sure they are supported to get access to health care.
